LOCAL 1486 AFSCME CONTRACT

Daniel Vliet, Davis & Kuelthau, the labor attorney for the Commission provided
a summary of the tentative agreement between the North Shore Water
Commission and Local 1486 AFSCME. He noted this was a three-year
contract and included a new position of Working Foreman. After much
discussion regarding the Working Foreman position it was moved by Mr. West
and seconded by Ms. Lange to ratify the agreement. The motion carried 2 to 1
with Mr. West and Ms. Lange voting yes, and Mr. Maslowski voting no.

BIDDING AND CONSTRUCTION SCHEDULE FOR AMMONIA FEED PROJECT
AND HIGH SERVICE METER REPLACEMENT PROJECT

It was moved by Mr. Maslowski, seconded by Mr. West and unanimously
carried to approve the bidding and construction schedules provided by the
Plant Manager.

IDSE AND AMMONIA FEED PROJECT

It was moved by Mr. Maslowski, seconded by Mr. West and unanimously
carried that the Commission approve the fifth payment request from Bonestroo
for engineering services in the amount of $4,008.70.

KLODE DOOR REPLACEMENT PROJECT

It was moved by Mr. Maslowski, seconded by Mr. West and unanimously
carried that the Commission approve the first payment request from Ray
Stadler Construction for the door replacement project at Klode Park pumping
station in the amount of $7,340.00.

PLANT MANAGER'S REPORT

The electrical system for high service pump #4 malfunctioned; pump is
now operational after Starnet rewired drive to bypass capacitance filter
in basement.

Starnet and plant staff improved the SCADA program for the potassium
permanganate feed system.

Starnet performed complete back-up of critical files on both the
business and SCADA network.

Plant staff performed annual maintenance on UV disinfection system.
Pristine Water Solutions and Process Research Solutions have made
significant progress in designing the apparatus for the lead and copper

study. A representative of AWWARF is reviewing the proposal.

The lab inspector from the Wisconsin Department of Agriculture, Trade,
and Consumer Protection recently inspected the bacteriological lab.

The appropriate paperwork has been filed with the EPA to notify them of
our intention to grandfather cryptosporidium test results.

There being no further regular business the meeting adjourned at 8:28 A.M.
